The patient complains of low back pain and hip pain for the past month.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Low back pain with extension to left hip for 30 days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of low back pain, post fusion 20 years ago involving L3-L5 with flare-up one year ago for about a week and also with history of chronic myelogenous leukemia, is followed in MD Anderson with bone marrow to be done in three days.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Back: 2+ tenderness to right posterior paralumbar area without radiculopathy, straight leg raising.

IMPRESSION: Low back pain and chronic myelogenous leukemia.

PLAN: Advised to follow up after bone marrow biopsy after Monday for consideration of dexamethasone and Medrol Dosepak. Given Tylenol No.4 #12 to take for back pain and to see neurosurgeon on the 16th with followup after that.
