The patient states that he suffered a fracture foot at work after a blunt metal object landed on his right foot. He states that he was seen in the emergency room where fracture was confined. He is currently wearing a CAM walker and is schedule to have surgery as soon as process is completed.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Insulin.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol, or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports right foot pain. All other systems were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 136/82.
Pulse 78.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.6.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Right foot localized edema tenderness to palpation diffusely in the region of tarsal bones. Full range of motion of his ankle and digit with moderate discomfort neurovascularly intact.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Surgical clearance.

2. Metatarsal fracture right foot.

PLAN: Labs were drawn. Labs include CBC, PT, PTT/INR, and CMP.

EKG was done in the clinic today. EKG reveals normal sinus rhythm. No acute injury demonstrated.
Since X-ray is not indicated, the patient is reassured and was advised as soon as labs are back his documents will be faxed to the surgeon responsible He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none.
