CC: Right arm nodule biopsy followup.
HPI: An 81-year-old who has a red raised symmetrically round nodule like blood red in color that was biopsied by Previse Wound Care. I was asked to see the patient. Results returned today positive for basal cell carcinoma. The patient is aware. Son was informed. I talked to the Previse nurse who contacted me and she asked if there is a preference for cancer center that I had and she had written and told the patient she was referring her to the Stevenson Cancer Center. I am not sure why there as opposed to a dermatologist of the patient’s choice and I brought this up with the patient. She stated her son knows a dermatologist who he thinks is quite good and would like to have her see him and I told her that that is just as acceptable. Her concern is there is something that that they are not telling her. I told her that if so, I do not know it either and that anything further that needed to be worked up could be set into motion by the dermatologist. Otherwise, she is in good spirits.
DIAGNOSES: Right upper arm nodule approximately four months in duration, dementia without BPSD, seizure disorder, hypertensive CKD, insomnia, hypothyroid, HLD, anxiety/depression and history of UTIs. 
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/12/23 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished female, seated comfortably in her recliner. 

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/64, pulse 82, respirations 14, and weight 214 pounds.
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NEURO: The patient is alert, makes eye contact, oriented x 2, has to reference for day and time. Speech is clear. She repeats herself and is a bit HOH, so things have to be repeated.

SKIN: Right upper arm, she has a dressing over the biopsy site. It is pulled back and there is a round area biopsied. The tissue has become concave, some dark drainage. No redness, warmth or tenderness.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Basal cell carcinoma right upper arm nodule. She has been referred to the Stevenson Cancer Center, unclear why that referral was made. I am going to contact the patient’s son tomorrow and if he wants to go to a dermatologist, I think that that is fine and it may be less hectic in getting an appointment and getting to the appointment.
