HPI: An 89-year-old sitting in his recliner after dinner. He was pleasant when I entered and opened his lab review. He stated he felt good and did not have any problems. No pain when I was seeing him. 
DIAGNOSES: HLD, advanced vascular dementia, nonambulatory in electric WC, chronic pain, HOH, HTN, and insomnia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/07/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is well groomed and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 99/74, pulse 94, respirations 18, and weight 160 pounds which is a weight loss of 4 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is a full transfer assist and gets around in an electric wheelchair that he operates safely.

NEURO: He makes eye contact, soft spoken, says just a few words at a time, but can voice his needs. 

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: HLD. FLP is reviewed and total cholesterol is 106 with an HDL and LDL at 37/48, risk calculation 2.9. It is actually quite good. He is on Lipitor 40 mg h.s. and would like to continue on it. So, there was no change in that medication made after visit last week. We will continue.
