CC: Hospital followup.
HPI: A 76-year-old hospitalized at Integris SWMC 07/07 to 07/11 for cellulitis. The patient was treated with IV antibiotic and sent back with clindamycin 300 mg t.i.d. for seven days to be completed 07/18. The patient told the nurses that they did testing in the hospital and then told him that his leg needed to come off for which he adamantly refused. He continues to receive wound care per Excel Home Health and Previse wound care. The patient sitting up in his chair watching television and legs in a dependent position there was a bright red color noted on his left lower extremity to the knee and he was already agitated when I came in started talking loudly and he brought up that he had edema of his legs starting up because there was a decrease in his torsemide after my last visit. Reminded him that was at his request because he was tired of having to urinate so much he then became belligerent and stated that he knew that if he said why I was going to say black and just became contentious there has to be somebody to blame other than himself. I talked to him about finding a way to elevate his legs as opposed to leaving them in a dependent position all day long as he only goes to bed to sleep and is up all day long. He does occasionally get up and walk around using his walker and he has been noted to be steady and upright. He has ability to easily go down to the dining room but ends up stay in room for most meals.

DIAGNOSES: Cellulitis left lower extremity, bilateral lymphedema legs with superimposed edema, DM II, HTN, chronic insomnia, HLD, BPH, gout, seasonal allergies, UTIs with prophylaxis and chronic pain management. *__________* so it is either routine or not he can ask for it if he thinks he needs it. Hospital follow-up for cellulitis of the left lower leg, bilateral leg lymphedema with superimposed edema, DM II, and chronic lower extremity edema.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/06 note with the addition of clindamycin 300 mg t.i.d. for seven days to be completed 07/18.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Bilateral lower extremity edema. We will increase torsemide to 20 mg 8 a.m. and 1 p.m.

2. DM II. Quarterly A1c ordered.
