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Face-to-face
A 67-year-old gentleman with history of CVA, asthma, peripheral vascular disease, chronic renal insufficiency, diabetes, wheelchair bound, right-sided weakness, high risk of aspiration, has lost weight, become tremendously weak, not eating, and having chronic aspiration at all times. The patient is wheelchair bound as I mentioned. The patient has weakness and protein-calorie malnutrition, anemia, muscle wasting significant enough for the patient to require hospice care at home. The patient most likely has less than six months to live. His KPS is 40% and requires help around-the-clock with the family and help of the provider services as well as hospice nurses and aides, and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
