CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of right knee pain, mild abdominal pain, history of atrial fibrillation, and left knee pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has pain in the right knee as well as in the left knee and pain is worse upon minimal exertion or activities of daily living and the pain level is 4 in the right leg and 5 in the left leg upon exertion and pain is completely relieved after resting.
The patient has left-sided abdominal pain and it comes often the patient has constipation, but now, there is no pain.

The patient has a history of atrial fibrillation and she is on medication and the patient does not have any palpitations.

The patient has left knee pain as well as right knee pain. Subsequently, the patient is not able to walk much and hence her activities are limited. Also, the patient is requesting disability card for her vehicle.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, severe low back pain, skin rashes, or snoring.
The patient stated that she has difficulty walking and she uses a walker. However, she is also requesting a wheelchair as especially when she is going out she has a lot of difficulty and the patient probably will benefit good with walker and wheelchair.
