Thank you again for your continued support.

This 32-year-old female who comes here for reevaluation today. The patient has iron deficiency anemia. She has intolerance to orally administered iron. She was given oral iron about a month ago but she could not take it. Her anemia is from excessive menstrual blood loss.

OTHER PERTINENT HISTORY: She has bronchial asthma and recently she is being treated for eating disorder at UNT.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 186 pounds, blood pressure 114/70.

Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Anemia iron-deficiency type.

LABS: Recent hemoglobin was around 9.1, recent iron is 9, and saturation is 2%.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her 1 g of InFed in 250 mL sodium chloride run over two hours after premedication with Benadryl. Upon completion, we will send her back.
