Thank you for your continued support.

This patient came here today for Reclast infusion for his osteoporosis.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability and history of seizure disorder. He is on Dilantin and also history of osteoporosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in wheelchair.
Eyes: Eyes keep closed.

ENT: Unremarkable.
Neck: Lymph nodes negative.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. There is a feeding G-tube.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Osteoporosis.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: Attempts were made to establish an IV infusion however after several attempts it was decided to stop and hence we were not able to give him Reclast. Incidentally, his recent CBC showed hemoglobin of 10.4 and RDW of 15. His WBC was slightly high at 10.5. His anemia could be from Dilantin however next lab draw please check the iron.
