The patient is here for refills. The patient is with history of back pain, states better getting physical therapy for the past six months, saw pain doctor with consideration of getting epidural.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, low thyroid disease, high lipid disease, GERD, and back problems with pain management with consideration of epidural injection.
MEDICATIONS: See chart.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Diffuse lower lumbar tenderness. Extremities: Unchanged. Skin: Unchanged. Neurological: Unchanged.
IMPRESSION: Followup of hypertension, type II diabetes, low thyroid disease, high lipid disease and chronic low back pain.
PLAN: The patient’s medications refilled. Advised to continue with physical therapy with followup with pain doctor and to follow up here in three months and as needed.
