PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 189 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 97.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 52. Blood pressure 124/63.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion. Left TM has a tube in place. Right TM partially seen with wax present, slightly red canal. Posterior pharynx is clear.
NECK: No lymphadenopathy is seen.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

1. URI.

2. Cough related to postnasal drip.

3. May use Claritin.

4. May use Ciprodex.
5. Seizure is controlled. Migraine headache is controlled. He is doing fantastic, thanks to his mother who is very smart and takes care of things and sees about his needs on regular basis. They will call me if there is any fever, chills or any other issues.
