Mr. Benjamin is a 68-year-old gentleman who has been evaluated for face-to-face visit. Currently on hospice with coronary artery disease, congestive heart failure, low EF, recent hospitalizations with pedal edema, worsening congestive heart failure, wound of the lower extremity. He still believes that the wounds were caused by gabapentin which may have been, but he has had a hard time healing these ulcerations because of severe congestive heart failure. His current dose of Lasix which is controlling his anasarca and fluid retention. His shortness of breath is under control with medications. 
His pain is severe and requires around the clock pain medication. The patient requires tremendous amount of help with his ADL and requires hospice nurse for wound care and see about his daily function. He lives with his two brothers who are currently quite sick and requires tremendous amount of care at their house.

He has a sister that lives in South Houston who comes by to check him on regular basis to bring him food. He has a KPS score of 40% as I mentioned. He continues to show signs of decline in case of shortness of breath, CHF, low ejection fraction, decreased weight, weakness, and continues to remain hospice appropriate. His other comorbidities include COPD, hepatitis C, protein-calorie malnutrition along with nonhealing ulcers of lower extremities and the scrotum which were mentioned.
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
