Dear Sirs at PACE:

This is a followup for Mr. Dehaan with renal failure, neurogenic bladder, hypertension, indwelling Foley catheter, catheter exchange every three weeks.  No recent infection, seeing a urology new in the area Mount Pleasant.  They are discussing about potential Botox injection because of severe muscle spasms.  Medications added Pyridium, which still is not helping.  He has morbid obesity wheelchair-bounded.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or fever.  Presently no abdominal flank pain.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Chronic lower extremity edema wrappings.  Other review of systems is negative.  Smoking one pack per day.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Bronchodilators, muscle relaxants, Bumex, metolazone, potassium replacement and on Kerendia.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure has been in the 136/80.  There is morbid obesity which is diffuse.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal flank tenderness, morbid obesity.  2 to 3+ edema bilateral lower extremities, which are wrapped.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries creatinine 1.3 which is baseline.  Normal sodium and potassium, bicarbonate elevated.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorus.  GFR in the upper 50s to better than 60 fluctuating overtime, hemoglobin high 17, high platelet count.  He is seeing hematology Dr. Sahay, doing testing to make sure this is not just related to smoking, hypoventilation to rule out myeloproliferative disorder.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III or better, stable overtime, no progression.
2. Neurogenic bladder, indwelling Foley catheter, severe bladder spasm, no active infection but history of recurrence, follow urology, discussing about Botox injection, in the meantime Pyridium, no side effects.
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3. Morbid obesity.
4. Blood pressure acceptable.
5. Smoker COPD.
6. Chronic leg edema, no active infection.
7. Normal echocardiogram 2020.
8. Polycythemia thrombocytopenia in a smoker, morbid obese person as indicated above workup in progress.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
