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FACE-TO-FACE
This 81-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of endstage parkinsonism is being evaluated for face-to-face at this time. His other comorbidities include hypertension, BPH, suprapubic catheter placement because of atonic bladder, history of congestive heart failure, DVT of the right leg, hyperlipidemia, and hypothyroidism. The patient has lost weight about 7 pounds in the past six weeks. He continues to require hospice care at home. He has a KPS score of 40%. He lives with his wife who is his primary caregiver of 55 years who states that the patient is now becoming weaker, is having issues with aspiration, difficulty with movement due to tremors and now is only eating about 10 or 15% of his food. He is ADL dependent. The patient is home bound and is bowel and bladder incontinent. These findings are all indicative of endstage parkinsonism and the patient continues to remain appropriate for hospice care at home, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
