WARREN, STEPHEN
Mr. Warren is a 70-year-old gentleman with extensive history of small cell lung cancer. He is a smoker with history of COPD and obstructive sleep apnea. The patient has liver metastasis, atrial fibrillation, aortic aneurysm, renal artery stenosis, peripheral vascular disease, carotid stenosis and status post CABG and stent placement. The patient is now quite anemic with low platelet count. The patient has lost over 30 pounds, has very little appetite, appears to be in pain. The patient’s recent CT of the chest also showed mediastinal adenopathy. The patient’s care was discussed with family at length. After much consideration, the patient has decided against any chemo or radiation therapy and has asked for hospice care at home. After reviewing the patient’s hospital records and obtaining the lab, I believe that is an appropriate decision. The patient will be admitted to hospice and is not expected to do well, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
