She states she just feels tired and fatigued, but no other problems or shortness of breath or nausea or vomiting or diarrhea. All of a sudden moving to this place with her granddaughter is something new, even shocking because her son is in the hospital, but overall she is feeling good except fatigue, she is not short of breath, she has no chest pain. She states her irregular heartbeat persists. So, we will see her in the office in about two weeks or earlier depending on the condition of her son in the hospital.
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
