HISTORY: This is a 64-year-old gentleman here for with sore throats, cough, and body aches. The patient stated this has been going on for sometime now approximately 7 to 10 days, but it has gotten worse yesterday and today. Described pain in his throat is sharp rated pain 6/10 non-radiating. Denies trauma.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: SHELLFISH.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies increased temperature. He endorses body aches. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented x3.

HEENT: Throat: Erythematous and edematous tonsils, pharynx and uvula, no exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm, with no murmurs.
RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory effort. Mild wheezes sounds present diffusely, worse with inspiration.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute pharyngitis.

2. Acute odynophagia.

3. Acute bronchitis.

4. Acute cervical lymphadenopathy.

5. Acute cough.
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PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received the following Rocephin 1 g IM, dexamethasone 10 mg IM. He was observed in the clinic for additional 20 minutes after which he was evaluated and reports no side effects from the medication.

Strep test was done. Strep was negative. COVID test was done, COVID is negative. The patient’s physical exam is consistent with pharyngitis. He has edematous and erythematous tonsils, uvula. Uvula is midline and mobile.

The patient was sent home with the following medication. Amoxicillin 500 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #30. XYZ mouthwash he will do 15 mL gargle and spit out daily for four days.

Strep test was negative, COVID test was negative.
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
