HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 3-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in today after receiving a scratch from a cat. It happened earlier this afternoon. She states it originally bled a little bit. It does not appear to have actually punctured or gone through any of the dermis area, very superficial. Mother wanted her to get checked. She has no other symptoms. It has stopped bleeding at this point. It only bled for very short time. Mother did not apply any medical cream or bandages largely due to the fact that it was not needed.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral eyes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke, lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a delightful little girl. She is awake, alert and oriented, interacts well with me through the exam. She is playing on her mother’s telephone.

VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 16. Pulse 90. Temperature 98.9. Oxygenating well at 100%.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of that left forearm where there was an apparent scratch, it is very difficult to see where the scratch actually occurred. I see a couple of small red spots, but nothing ominous. The skin is intact. However, for precautionary sake, we will prescribe an antibiotic cream Bactroban.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cat scratch. The patient will receive Bactroban cream to be applied twice a day to the area in question. Mother is going to monitor for any additional redness, erythema, or swelling. I fully expect no issues to be done with this. I have explained that to the mother and they will return to clinic or call me on if there are any subsequent issues.
