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1. GH, 56-year-old male with spider bite, subsequent abcess left inner thigh required I&D packing, placed on clindamycin, doing well, happy with the care. 

2. SA, 25-year-old with corneal abrasion treated accordingly and sent home. She was happy with the care.
3. GH, 45-year-old male with a pilonidal cyst treated via I&D and placed on antibiotics. No one answered the phone.
4. MN, 38-year-old woman with chemical burn, presented with bronchospasm. Chest x-ray and CT negative. The patient was admitted to the hospitalist for observation after she received breathing treatment and steroids in the emergency room. She was only kept for few hours. She was at home when I called her and she was doing much better.

5. SH, is a 30-year-old female with left hand pain after hitting the wall, sustained a boxer’s fracture treated with minimal displacement was treated accordingly. She did not answer the phone.

6. MY, 45-year-old woman with low back pain. She does have chronic low back pain for sometime. She received Flexeril in the emergency room. She had recent MRI and some kind of CT myelogram. She was happy with the care received, but she continues to be in pain. 
7. CZ, 42-year-old with alcohol poisoning. The patient was given IV fluids, did not require intubation. Alcohol level was checked. The patient did not want to stay any longer. So he left against medical advice. He did not answer the phone. 
8. RM, 49-year-old with shoulder pain. The patient’s x-rays negative. Possible AC separation. Referred to orthopedist. Placed on antiinflammatory and muscle relaxer. She was happy with the care.

9. VB, 20-year-old with abnormal menstrual cycle. Pregnancy ruled out. CBC within normal limits. Urinalysis negative. Referred to OB for possible birth control placement and she was on birth control at age 17 through 19 and “everything was going well for her.” She did like the doctor very much.
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10. JJ, 32-year-old presents with headache, increased blood pressure, treated for migraine headaches in the emergency room with good success. CT negative. Left message for the patient to call me back.

11. MC, 39-year-old seen  with high blood pressure, dizziness, and chest pain, had a full workup, cardiac workup. Blood pressure was definitely high 210/120. Subsequently sent home with both Norvasc and lisinopril. CT of the head was done. Cardiac workup was done. EKG all within normal limits including chest x-ray. She states that she liked the doctor very much and was happy with the care.

12. EC, 9-month-old baby with febrile seizure, treated with Amoxil, temperature of 102. Diagnosed with otitis media, doing well. They are going to follow up with her physician today. They liked Dr. A very much.

13. DM, 80-year-old with ankle pain. X-ray showed linear fracture. Subsequently was discharged home with a splint in place. He did not answer the phone. 
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
