CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of pain in the right leg and followup for borderline high blood glucose.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had noticed pain in the right leg especially below the knee and varicose veins are very prominent. The patient had reflux vein disease few years ago and had undergone treatment with good results. Now, the pain is intense upon standing up and the pain level is 7 or 8. The patient does use compression stockings in the daytime. The patient has worked standing long hours for many years.
The patient has recent blood glucose was slightly elevated and the patient is advised on low-carb diet.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or loss of balance.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema and prominent varicose veins is present on the right leg. Also, there is a darkening of the skin color on the right leg. Peripheral pulses are bilaterally equal.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient walks with slow gait due to pain.
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
