Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Strep screen obtained was negative.
IMPRESSION: Viral gastroenteritis.
PLAN: Advised to continue fluids. Monitor temperature. Follow up as needed. Prescription of Zofran given to take as needed.
