HISTORY: This is a 9-year-old child accompanied by father with ear pain. Father states that child was doing swimming lessons all of this week and started to have pain yesterday, which got worse today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
MEDICATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies exposure to tobacco smoke.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Denies fever. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Father states child is eating and drinking well.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert and oriented. The patient is crying and holding her right ear.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 sat is 98% on room air.

Blood pressure is 122/86.

Pulse 108.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.3.

HEENT: Right ear, positive tragal tug. No tender. Nested mastoid. Erythematous EAC, erythematous TM with diffusion, effusion appears purulent.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort with no adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory difficulties.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Flat. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis media.

2. Otitis externa.

3. Right ear pain.

PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following:
1. Zithromax 200/5 mL two teaspoons now then 1 teaspoon daily until this all gone #30 mL.
2. Cortisporin Otic solution 3.5/10,000/10/mL two drops each year t.i.d. for 10 days #10 mL.
Father was educated on surveying an ear infection. He was advised what precautions to take when child is swimming. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
