Thank you for your continued support.

Bronna is 66-year-old female who I initially saw about two years ago for hemochromatosis. The patient also then had history of hepatitis C and she was supposed to start on Mavyret, which is therapy for hepatitis C. She still has not started it yet. She was seen in July and blood work was requested. Her blood work came as CMP showing globulin of 3.8, AST of 48, and ALT of 39 they are all elevated. Her hemoglobin was 8.4 and hematocrit was 25.2. Her serum iron was 21, saturation was 5%, and ferritin was 9 everything suggesting iron deficiency anemia. Her hepatitis panel showed that she is reactive on hepatitis A, hepatitis B, hepatitis B core, and also hepatitis C antibody and her HCV RNA quantitative real time PCR was 2,410,000 and HCV RNA quantitative PCR was 6.38. Earlier, her blood test also showed her being homozygous for C282Y mutation suggesting hereditary predisposition to hemochromatosis. The patient recently had a CVA, where she was seen at Medical City in Plano. She was placed on Eliquis following thrombectomy. She also had atrial fibrillation and she had cardioversion done as well. This was during February 2023 so she has been on Eliquis.

OTHER PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Include silicone implant in both breast.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inches tall, weighing 132 pounds, and blood pressure 97/72.
Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Iron deficiency anemia mostly because of some blood loss.

2. The patient is on Eliquis.

3. Hepatitis C.

4. History of hemochromatosis.

5. The patient is scheduled to start anti-hepatitis C viral treatment, which is Mavyret.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her 1000 mg of InFed in 250 sodium chloride intravenously slowly. Also check CBC, iron, ferritin, and make further recommendation.
