HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 20-year-old male patient. He is here followup from three days ago. He had an upper respiratory infection, COVID-19 infection and also tested positive for strep throat. He tells me today he is much improved. He is very satisfied with the way things are going. He does not have any more sore throat pain. His cough is improved. There has been no shortness of breath. No body aches. All the symptoms of the COVID seem to have significantly improved.
We did do another COVID test today just to examine the propensity for him to continue in this and it did show up positive for COVID-19, but once again from the clinical perspective, he is much improved.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is on antibiotics, steroids and cough medicine.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs or alcohol.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/67. Pulse 70. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.7. Oxygenating well at 96%.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a COVID-19 which was positive.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. COVID-19 and upper respiratory infection. He seems to be improving. He does not have any worsening symptoms. In fact he is much improved. 
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2. The patient also has a cough.

3. The patient will continue on the medications given three days ago Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and cough medicine. 
4. He is going to continue to monitor his symptoms and pleased with his progress. He will return to clinic or call if needed.
