The patient is seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Anna overall feeling much better, cooperative, attentive, but concerned about allergies and also described that she was recently seen by Dr. Myer her primary care physician who started on Cymbalta 20 mg daily for her neuropathy and also for the pain. She has been taking all other medications that is Lamictal 50 mg in the morning and 300 mg at bedtime and seroquel 75 mg at bedtime. She wants to get a refill of prescription. She was very concerned that pharmacy has not sent 50 mg tablets of Lamictal. They sent only 5 mg tablet. I further discussed she can take two tablets to make it 50 mg to which she agreed. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal thoughts. No symtoms of hallucination or delusion. I appreciate that she has been making good improvement, but only thing these allergies and this kind of things always going on. Since her doctor has given her Singulair she can use that to which she agreed. The patient has been calling her daughters off and on and compliance with the medications and treatment. She wanted to see me every two weeks. Therefore a followup appointment was given in two weeks and I have sent her a prescription for seroquel 50 mg tablet, 25 mg tablet at bedtime for 30 days. Prognosis guarded.
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
