The patient is seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Peter was cooperative, pleasant, and appropriate. He tried to come on video, but his video was not opening, but he described that he is taking his medication and he is feeling better. He is still on Adderall XR 20 mg twice a day for his ADHD and Klonopin 0.5 mg b.i.d. He is following outpatient treatment at Easter Field and has been getting Haldol Decanoate 100 mg every month. He was alert, oriented tall Caucasian male. Mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. Though process organized. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. It appears to me that the patient has ADD and he has not shown any exacerbation of psychotic symptoms. He was admitted couple of times under my care and it was observed that adding Adderall improved his lifestyle and functioning. The patient was happy, pleasant, coherent, logical and no irritability and agitation. Judgment and insight seems to be better. Compliance with the milieu and treatment. The patient was provided support, and education about the medication. He is to continue with the treatment.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic, attention deficit disorder.

PLAN: Continue with the supportive plan. I have sent the prescription from Adderall XR 20 mg, 60 capsules and also Klonopin 0.5 mg b.i.d for 30 days.
