CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of blurry vision, pain in both the ears, redness, and pain in the lower lip. Also, the patient came today for evaluation of omeprazole 20 mg tablet as prescribed by gastroenterologist.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed diffuse hearing both the ears and he had a history of impacted cerumen. He wants to see ENT physician for treatment. The patient does not have any discharge or bleeding.

The patient also complained of blurry vision on and off and it lately has been difficulty driving in the nighttime. The patient has followup appointment with ophthalmologist.
The patient complained of mild tenderness of the lower lip for past five to six days and it progressively getting worse. Now it is painful, but there are no redness or open wounds.

The patient came today as a followup for gastritis and he was seen by gastroenterologist and started on omeprazole 20 mg one tablet twice a day and the patient started feeling better and there is no heartburn.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, double vision, sore throat, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, calf swelling or tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of proctitis and he is on hydrocortisone rectal cream 2.5% to apply as needed.

The patient has a history of constipation and the patient is on polyethylene glycol 3350, which is 17 g powder mix in a water everyday.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he works fulltime job. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

HEENT: Examination reveals no abnormality of the conjunctivae bilaterally.

Ear examination reveals impacted cerumen bilaterally without any bleeding.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
