CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge for chest pain. The patient also complained of neck pain and followup today for hypertension and vitamin D deficiency.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his son stating that he had severe chest pain and he was taken to the emergency room after that he was admitted to the hospital for observation and his cardiac status was stable. The patient has no more chest pains and he does not have any shortness of breath.
The patient has neck pain on and off and the pain level is 4 or 5 and it is worse upon exertion. There is no radiation of pain to the hands.

The patient came today as a followup for hypertension and his blood pressure reading at home has been less than 140/90 with normal heart rate.

The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and he needs a refill.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of neuropathy and he is on gabapentin 300 mg one tablet in the evening.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 5 mg once a day along with low‑salt diet.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he works as a gas station manager. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Chest wall examination is unremarkable.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the paracervical soft tissues and range of movement is slightly painful.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
