HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 53-year-old gentleman hit the lock on his car with open fist. He is having swelling and pain at the palm of his hand on the right side.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, heart disease, CVA, and DVT.
MEDICATIONS: Only blood pressure medicine, does not know the name.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None recently.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes. He does not drink. He does not use alcohol. He is married. He has his own business excavating underground pipes.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 214 pounds, no significant change. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 16. Pulse 76. Blood pressure 139/81.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
EXTREMITIES: There is swelling and pain involving the right hand and the palm of the hand.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right hand hematoma.

2. X-ray shows no fracture. Hand was wrapped.

3. Toradol 60 mg given #6.

4. Motrin 800 mg t.i.d.

5. Must return in two days for recheck.
6. May need an MRI if the x-ray remains negative and the swelling remains.

7. Blood pressure controlled.

8. Tolerated Toradol well.
9. He will come back later for a blood test and followup of his blood pressure and it has been over a year since he has had blood work done.
