HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 17-year-old male patient here with a complaint of acute onset sore throat. He has had this for two days now. He also has some involvement with his left ear as well. He does not complain of any pain, but he states it feels stuffy.

No fevers, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He does verbalize that it hurts to swallow certain foods, he does better with liquids.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/65. Pulse 87. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 99% on room air. Current weight 205 pounds.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a streptococcal test, it was positive.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute streptococcal sore throat. He will get amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d. x 10 days.

2. Left-sided otitis media. Streaks of erythema going through the left side and right side was virtually normal. Once again, the amoxicillin will take care of that.

3. This patient is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, and return to clinic if not improving.
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
