BLYTHE, JOSHUA
Joshua is a 48-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of COPD, O2 dependency, cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension, anxiety, air hunger, chronic cough. His O2 sat on room air is around 71%, with oxygen around 81-88%. He is on 5 L of oxygen. He has a KPS score of 50%. He requires help around the clock to take care of his need. He has decreased appetite, severe weakness, lost 4.5 pounds since last evaluation, wheelchair bound, no longer able to walk because of severe weakness and protein-calorie malnutrition. He continues to be hospice appropriate and requiring around the clock medication both for pain and anxiety. Overall, prognosis is quite poor. The patient most likely has less than six months to live given his endstage COPD and worsening symptoms of COPD as was delineated above.
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
