HUNTER, SONJA
This is an 87-year-old woman on hospice with history of chronic kidney disease. Comorbidities include hypertension, anxiety, depression, chronic fall, and dementia. She lives in assisted living here in the Tomball region of Houston. She required hospitalization most recently because of urinary tract infection and urosepsis. Since hospitalization, she has lost 7 pounds. She requires help with activities of daily living. The patient’s daughter-in-law is Mary who is their primary caregiver and is very involved in her care.
She has required medication both Abilify and trazodone for hallucination and help her sleep. She has a KPS score of 40%, bowel and bladder incontinence, severe weakness, weight loss, ADL dependency and bedbound. She has lost weight due to her appetite as was mentioned and remains hospice appropriate with total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, expected to die within six months, hence remains hospice appropriate.
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
