BAGGETT, DERITA
Ms. Baggett is a 76-year-old lady currently on hospice with history of malignant lung cancer right side. Comorbidities include osteoporosis, history of COPD, and history of heavy smoking. She lives with her daughter and son who are her primary caregivers. She was recently hospitalized with headache and a lump on her neck which discovered to be secondary to small cell carcinoma with metastasis to the head, brain and bone. She requires oxygen on regular basis because of shortness of breath and air hunger. She is confused. She is weak. She has lost weight about 10 pounds in the past four weeks. She has a history of memory loss, confusion as I stated. She is sleeping majority of the day, maybe 16-18 hours and 6/6 ADL dependency, is a total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She requires position changing every two hours to diminish the development of pressure ulcers. Her decreased appetite of course and her cancer has led to her severe weakness, protein-calorie malnutrition as well as her weight loss. She is drinking very little, hence she appears volume depleted and appears fragile with osteoporosis. She requires pain medication around the clock and is expected to do poorly, hence is hospice appropriate at this time. She is expected to live less than six months.
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
