DEORE, JAMES
James is an 88-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of pancreatic cancer. This 88-year-old man was placed on hospice with pancreatic cancer associated with confusion, memory loss, metastasis of his cancer into the liver, bone. He has a 6/6 ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence, and weight loss of 10 pounds. He is anxious. He has severe sundowner syndrome, requires medication around the clock to help with both pain and symptoms of sundowner and anxiety.

He has developed pressure ulcers stage I and II about the left buttock. He continues to require position changing to reduce the effect on the current pressure ulcers and to prevent pressure ulcers in the future. He has a KPS score of 40%. He eats very little. He lives with his family and is sleeping most of the time about 18-20 hours a day. The patient’s condition definitely warrants hospice care at home, expected to die within six months and is very much hospice appropriate with endstage pancreatic cancer as was delineated and explained as above.
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
