Chief Complaint: Michael Dewyne Davis is a 56-year-old African American male who is here with a chief complaint of HIV.

History of Present Illness: Reveals 27 years ago he had a male partner who had gone for checkup who was found to have HIV and subsequently he tested positive for HIV too. He states overall he was doing well up until a few years ago, he started developing some rash over his both upper extremities and both lower extremities and upper chest, behind the ear, and some on the face. He states it causes a lot of burning and the patient gets night sweats. The patient states he has developed clubbing and he also has noticed some nail abnormalities. He states he is going to Health For All for care of the rash. The cream is really not working. He has not had any pneumonia. He has not had any weight loss. His appetite is fair. He does not have a car, but he borrowed car from his mother and drove himself to the office. He lives by himself. He feels fatigued and tired and gets lot of night sweats.

Past Medical History: There is no history of diabetes mellitus, hypertension, or asthma.
Operations: He has not had any operations.
Medications: At home, include:
1. Biktarvy once a day.

2. Hydroxyzine as necessary.

3. Triamcinolone cream.

Allergies: None known.

Social History: He states he finished high school. He worked a veterinary assistant for Gulf Coast Veterinary Specialists in Houston as a technician for several years. Then, he has worked at Sanderson Farms for two and half years. His last job was in Golden Corral working as a cook and he last worked in March 2020. He is single. He has no children. He smokes one pack every two weeks. He denies alcohol. Both his parents are deceased. His two brothers are in good health.
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Review of Systems: He feels tired, fatigued, and has night sweats and the rash is resistant to any treatment and causes severe burning pain.

Physical Examination:
General: Reveals Michael Dewyne Davis to be a 56-year-old African American male who is awake, alert and oriented and in no acute distress. He is not using any assistive device for ambulation. He is able to get on and off the examination table without difficulty. He is able to dress and undress for the physical exam without difficulty. He can hop, squat and tandem walk. He can pick up a pencil and button his clothes. He is right-handed.

Vital Signs:

Height 5’5”.
Weight 162 pounds.

Blood pressure 116/78.

Pulse 72 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 95%.

Temperature 96.9.

BMI 27.
Snellen’s Test: His vision without glasses or contacts:
Right eye 20/40.

Left eye 20/40.

Both eyes 20/30.
He does not have hearing aid.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruits.
The patient has several areas of patches of maculopapular eruption over the neck and front of the ear and behind the ears, most noted is the whole both upper extremities starting from just below the shoulders to the hands. A severe conglomerated maculopapular eruption that is mostly on extensor and palmar surfaces of the upper extremities on both sides. He has some residual rash over the lower extremities. Also, seen is mild clubbing of fingernails of both hands and all the toenails.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurological: Cranial nerves II through XII are intact. Overall, motor system, sensory system and reflexes appear normal.

No records were sent per TRC for review. A CBC with differential and absolute CD4 count are ordered per TRC.
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The Patient’s Diagnoses:

1. HIV.

2. The patient has current symptoms of severe conglomerated maculopapular eruption mostly over his upper extremities and some in front of his ears and back of the ears and over the upper chest.

3. History of fatigue.

4. History of night sweats. The patient is on Biktarvy.

5. Clubbing of all toenails.

6. Tobacco use.
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
