History: Ms. Ada Jean Woest was seen today. I had seen her about a month ago when she complained of some spasms in her right leg. To note, in 08/2022, she had fallen and broken her left ankle and had a surgery. She has recovered from it. She wanted to get some medicine for spasms in the leg and I gave her some tizanidine. She was seen a month later and she saw Dr. Rohini Ragupathi in my absence and Dr. Ragupathi took her off tizanidine and gave her some over-the-counter Aleve to take at bedtime. The patient came in today stating she has fallen at least three times because all of a sudden her right leg gives in and she falls on the floor. She denies any other injuries prior to this. She denies any back pain. She denies any tingling or numbness, but she does notice that she feels tenseness in the right hip and the right knee, but she is not in pain. She was told to restart her cholesterol medicine, but she has not done that yet. The patient states she has not made any difference with over-the-counter Aleve. I wanted to see if she could stand up and see let her walk and observe her gait at which time she told me she feels extremely weak in trying to get off the commode even though she has commodes that are at a higher level than usual; when they built the house, they made it that way, but she feels she had to put extreme pressure on both chair handles to get up. Once she got up, she was okay, but she states she does not know when she would fall. I made her rest and we did that again and she had the same problem that she could not get up. I tried to check for muscle atrophy and may be a slight atrophy of leg muscles below the right knee on the right side compared to the left side. Her sensory system is intact. I advised the patient a handicap sticker, advised the patient toilet seat lift, advised the _______
