History: Ms. Nickerson is an unfortunate obese African American female who has lost her left foot fourth and fifth toes to diabetic foot infection. She is getting wound care at College Station Medical Center Wound Care Center. She is getting home health also three times a week. She states the wound VAC had stopped working and she was sent a new wound VAC to be used at home. She showed me some pictures which were not good quality pictures of her wound and she states her wound is healing. The right foot wound has completely healed, so she does not have any open wound. Overall, the patient is doing well with improvement. She was well dressed, not in any pain, but wanted refill of her gabapentin. She states 600 mg gabapentin is still strong for her. So, we started giving her gabapentin 300 mg twice a day and spironolactone 25 mg. So, both of that were refilled. I called Wound Care Center at least three times and have left messages, but they have not sent me any report nor have they called me. I wanted to see their protocol of what they are doing with the wound care, so I can offer the Accent Health Care the same protocol. We will try again to get hold of Wound Care at College Station Medical Center.
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
