He has no pain. No sign of DVT. No swelling or other symptoms. No chest pain or shortness of breath reported.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right knee surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed opposite page.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a probation officer in the Juvenile Department of the State. He does not smoke. He does not drink.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 261 pounds today; his weight is down 8 pounds postop. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 88. Blood pressure 129/72.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
EXTREMITIES: There is negative Homans sign and negative swelling about the left knee.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Status post knee replacement, right side, doing well.

2. No DVT.

3. History of metabolic syndrome. Continue with testing blood sugar; glucometer and strips were given.

4. Hypertension. Continue with Azor and Maxzide.
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5. Hyperlipidemia. Continue with pravastatin.

6. History of low thyroid.

7. Not on thyroid medication now.

8. He will come back on 08/07/23 for blood work fasting as well as ultrasound of his lower extremity with history of PVD and such.

9. Findings were discussed with the patient at length and he was given ample time to ask questions and we will reevaluate the patient at that time.
