HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Robertson comes in today to go over his blood work. His creatinine was 0.66. His total bilirubin was 2.5, alkaline phosphatase was 148, AST and ALT 249 and 172 respectively. His MCH and MCHC are 35 and 36 and his platelet count is 104 which is consistent with liver disease.

His hepatitis C is reactive/positive. Hepatitis A and B are negative.
The patient’s hepatitis C viral RNA is pending; nevertheless, I have referred him to Dr. Patel, hepatologist who we will see the patient ASAP.

The patient told me that at one time he was told he had elevated liver function tests years ago, but he ignored it. He does not drink alcohol. He does not take any medications at this time.

I explained to him that he might have biopsy and/or further treatment and genotyping before they start him on his therapy. He understands. We went over his condition more than once because he was in somewhat of a shock, but nevertheless he will follow up with Dr. Patel and all paperwork has been done and I have made referral.
Above evaluation was done based on time; 35 minutes was spent with the patient.
