CC: Discussion about hospice.
HPI: A 78-year-old female with advanced Alzheimer’s disease was seen today after Inhabit Hospice called and said that the POA wanted the patient to be put on hospice service. The patient is ambulatory, toilets herself, feeds herself, dresses herself morning and gets ready for bed at h.s. She does require standby assist for showering, but overall is independent in 5/6 ADLs. She has had weight loss; however, it is not 10% of her overall body mass and there has been no progression of her dementia from where she has been the last six months. 
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, prolapsed bladder, HTN, IBS, and fibromyalgia with chronic pain.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/29/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was well groomed, seated at a table during an activity and was engaged.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/68, pulse 60, temperature 97.2, respirations 16, and weight 120.8 pounds. Her weight on 04/03/23 was 128.8 pounds, 05/08/23 was 121.6 pounds, 06/05/23 was 124 pounds, and 07/20/23 was 120.8 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with a walker. No lower extremity edema. She is petite.

NEURO: She made eye contact, spoke softly. She gave appropriate, but brief answers to a couple of basic questions. She stated that she felt good, wanted to do her activity.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Question of hospice. I contacted the patient’s son/POA Darren Croy and he stated that someone who had a family member at this facility in MC told him that you can get hospice and they will come to visit twice a week and Medicare covers it. He knows nothing more about it. So I spoke with him about hospice and their role and other benefits and the criteria for admission to service which she does not currently meet adequate criteria. I assured him that when that time came that I would be sure to call him and then we can engage the hospice of his choice for evaluation.
