HPI: An 81-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease was seen in room. She shares an apartment with her husband and they were sitting in the living room component. Generally, they are lying in bed. So, this was a nice change. She was alert, made eye contact and was cooperative to care. She is quiet. She did not ask any questions or have any comment. I did ask if she had any pain and she said no that had been an issue previously.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, CVA late effects of dominant, left side hemiplegia, seizure prophylaxis, HLD, osteoporosis, depression, and dysphasia.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 5 mg h.s., Sinemet 25/100 mg one tablet q.12h., CranCap 500 mg q.d., Cymbalta 30 mg q.12h., Keppra 250 mg b.i.d., melatonin 3 mg h.s., MVI q.d., olanzapine 5 mg q.12h., Senna Plus q.12h., and Zoloft 50 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN.
DIET: Mechanical soft, NAS with thin liquid. 
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, makes eye contact, and smiles.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/67, pulse 69, temperature 99.1, respirations 20, O2 sat 94%, and weight 164.2 pounds and that is stable.

HEENT: She wears a wig that is fitting properly. She has her glasses in place with clear sclerae and nares are patent. Moist oral mucosa. She has full dentures that are well fitted.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear without cough.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with a walker. She can self transfer. No lower extremities edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. 90-day note. She has had no falls or cute medical events within this. 
2. Advanced Alzheimer’s disease. It has been stable without any recent staging. Continue as is medication wise.
3. HTN, good control. No change in medications.

4. Parkinsonism. Sinemet is controlling any tremor and that has not advanced either.
5. General care. She is current on labs. There is no need for any at this time. 
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
