


PROGRESS NOTE

HPI: An 81-year-old gentleman who had a fall in his bathroom early on 07/25/23. He split his chin. He hit the floor so a large knot on his forehead as well as a large skin tear of his right forearm and his left elbow. In the ER, it is assumed that the patient’s behavior was agitated and uncooperative and to that extent they chemically restrained him. The patient was given fentanyl at 7:13 and repeated at 7:43 a.m. and Haldol given three times, the last being at 8:19 a.m. and then Ativan at 9:52 and repeat at 10:36. X-ray of his left ankle, left elbow and left forearm were negative. X-ray of his pelvis and his chest also negative. Since his return, he has been pretty much sleeping. He continues to have a sitter. They have awakened him to try to feed him, but his p.o. intake has been poor for both food and liquid. He was observed lying in bed. He was dressed, but sound asleep lying on his back. The sitter states that he had been away for just a brief period before we came in and then fell back to sleep. His medications here in the facility were held yesterday and he also received his regular medications today.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/62, pulse 76, temperature 97.7, respirations 18, O2 sat 96%, and weight 165 pounds.

HEENT: Evident that there is a knot that is pink above his left eyebrow on his forehead and then the skin tears on his forearm were cleaned and dressed. They are currently covered and it is reported that he is not picking or the dressing off.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has no lower extremity edema. He still moves his limbs in a normal range of motion.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dementia with continued behavioral issues. He was very difficult this weekend and he was given behavior medications in higher doses than are prescribed, but he was still rambunctious and not following direction and then it was finally after a fall that led to the ER.
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2. Social. The DON has spoken with the family letting wife and daughter know that any further outbursts, he will be sent to Geri-psych.
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
