CC: Post-fall followup.
HPI: An 86-year-old with unspecified dementia and no previous BPSD is seen after a fall on 07/13/23. She sustained a black eye on the left side and she has a ”knot” on her forehead that has remained since the fall occurred and that was the concern. The patient is reported at her baseline.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia without BPSD, HTN, CHF, HLD and gait instability with falls.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/21/23 note.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.

DIET: Regular NAS with Boost b.i.d.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated in a wheelchair. She was comfortable and she propelled it to going to a different area where we could talk.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 139/83, pulse 65, temperature 97.7, respirations 18, O2 sat 96%, and weight 132.8 pounds.

HEENT: She has a lesion notable on her left forehead. It is symmetrically round, hyperemic to touch. It is soft and nontender. There is no warmth or redness. Her conjunctivae are clear.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Fair neck and truncal stability in her wheelchair. No lower extremity edema.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Knot on forehead. It is actually a seroma and it appears to be resolving because it is not taut so there is already some fluid resorption that has occurred. It will just take some time, but it is benign.
