CC: Loose stools.

HPI: An 84-year-old female who had a bout of diarrhea on 07/17/23. I was contacted and started Imodium. She did have it p.r.n. and required few doses with subsequent resolution. She is back to her normal diet and having normal formed stools.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated quietly in the day room with other residents. She was sleeping for a period of time and awaken for an activity. She is looking about but not talking to anyone.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/85, pulse 73, temperature 97.4, respirations 28, O2 sat 98%, and weight 154.4 pounds. On 06/07/23, she weighed 163.2 pounds.
NEURO: Orientation x1. She is verbal. It is random comments that are out of context.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently. No lower extremity edema.

GI: No p.o. intake and form stools.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Imodium was given as prescribed two tablets at the first loose stool and one tablet thereafter with each loose stool NTE eight tablets in 24 hours.
