HPI: A 94-year-old with chronic pain and peripheral neuropathy. She has Norco 7.5/325 mg that has been prescribed routinely one 7 a.m. and 1 p.m. The patient contends that she has not been requesting it or receiving it at 1 p.m., but the MAR shows that in fact it has been given. She states she does not want to pay for it anymore because she is not taking it and overall the request is that she received the medication on a q.d. p.r.n. basis. I asked her if she thought she would remember to ask for it and she stated that she became very adamant and heated discussing this and somewhat yelling. I think it is to compensate for her on hearing loss. I just reminded her that she did not need to talk so loud at me.
DIAGNOSES: Chronic pain, peripheral neuropathy, HTN, HLD, hypothyroid, and CKD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/07/23.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NAS.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, sitting in the living room between her daughter and son.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/68, pulse 80, temperature 98.0, respirations 14, O2 sat 94%, and weight 146 pounds, which is a weight gain of 8 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels herself around in her manual wheelchair. She tries to self transfer and can, but safest with assist. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation x2. HOH, speaks loudly, makes her point. Affect can be angry all of a sudden and then just calm down. She was redirectable, but she perseverates on the same topic.

SKIN: Thin, dry and intact.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pain management. Norco 7.5/325 mg one p.o. q.d. p.r.n.
