CC: Glipizide denial.

HPI: A 97-year-old with DM-II. Last A1c on 06/02/23 was 9.7. At that time, the patient was on glipizide ER 10 mg b.i.d. a.c. and Trulicity 0.5 mL Sq. q. Friday. I after that A1c increased her glipizide to 10 mg with breakfast and lunch and 5 mg with dinner. I wrote for plain glipizide not the ER, but somehow the order was conveyed to be for ER and insurance denied it. I explained to the patient that we could use the same medication but not in the ER form and she is agreeable.

DIAGNOSES: DM-II, HLD, and LEE.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/07/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: RCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 154/69, pulse 70, temperature 98.3, respirations 12, and weight 157 pounds.

NEURO: Orientation x2 to 3. Speech is clear.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Self transfers and uses a wheelchair to get around. She has had no falls.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: DM-II. Continue with Trulicity as is and we will start glipizide 10 mg with breakfast, lunch and dinner and do a three-month A1c after initiation.
