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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 84-year-old male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease that is stage IV. The patient has the tendency to develop hyperkalemia and metabolic acidosis and comes today for a followup. The serum creatinine is 4.2. The BUN is 64. The patient has a sodium of 139, potassium of 4.6, chloride of 103 and CO2 of 20.

2. The patient has tendency to hyperkalemia. We are giving Kayexalate 30 g two times a week.

3. The patient has vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

4. The patient has hyperuricemia that is treated with the administration of Uloric 40 mg every day.

5. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is treated with the administration of simvastatin.

6. Metabolic acidosis. The patient is taking bicarbonate p.o. He remains in the stable condition. He is underweight and he is advised to increase the caloric intake. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
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
