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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 84-year-old white female that we follow because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The patient remains in stable condition. The only difference is that she has developed some fluid retention and has been using the Dyazide frequently. Today, the laboratory workup that was done on 07/24/2023, shows the presence of a serum creatinine of 1.2, the BUN is 50. There is increase in the BUN-to-creatinine ratio most likely associated to the volume contraction. The estimated GFR is 45 mL/L. I think that the deterioration of the kidney function is associated to the prerenal azotemia. There is no significant evidence of proteinuria.

2. Arterial hypertension that seems to be under control. The blood pressure is 160/70.

3. The patient has history of cancer of the breast that is treated by the cancer specialists. A surgery has not been recommended. She is taking other medications.

4. Type II diabetes that has been under control.

5. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

6. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

The patient is in very stable condition. At this point, we are going to return the case to the endocrinology section to follow the patient. The patient will call back if she needs to be seen at the office.
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
