PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake. She is alert and oriented x 3. She is on oxygen.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 102/65 Pulse 100. Temperature 97.7 F. Respiration 19. Pulse oximetry 97% on oxygen 2 liter.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing. No rales.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neurologic: She is awake, alert, and oriented x 3 and cooperative.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT: 

1. Generalized weakness with ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Hypotension maintained on midodrine.

3. Osteoarthritis.

4. History of chronic respiratory failure maintained on home oxygen.

5. CKD.
