CURRENT MEDICATIONS:
Levetiracetam (Keppra) 1000 mg one b.i.d.

1. Hydrochlorothiazide/losartan 25/100 mg.

2. Metoprolol 25 mg.

3. APAP hydrocodone 10 325 mg one by mouth twice daily p.r.n. (usually takes one at bedtime).

4. Atorvastatin 40 mg.

Findings suggesting metabolic syndrome.

Recent testing reported to be positive for possible prediabetes.

Thank you for having previously referred Karen May for evaluation.
By Karen’s report, she remained stable on her anticonvulsant regimen, not experiencing any breakthrough epilepsy.

She remains compliant on her recurrent medication.
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She is also on CPAP therapy and is doing well despite her report being monitored on a routine and regular basis.
She recently completed laboratory testing by her report indicating that she may be prediabetic.
Her body habitus shows truncal obesity and she is overweight risk factor for metabolic syndrome.

Her neurological examination is otherwise unremarkable today.
In consideration for further care, her medications were refilled on a regular and routine basis.

I am giving her lab slip for metabolic syndrome evaluation including insulin values to see if she is a candidate for one of the new diabetes related weight loss medication such as Ozempic.

I will see her for a routine reevaluation in three months.
